All bids for this project are subject to M.G.L. c.149. Each bid must be accompanied by a bid deposit in the form of a Bid Bond, or cash, or a certified check, or a treasurer’s or cashier’s check, issued by a responsible bank or trust company, payable to the City of Marlborough in the amount of 5% of the contract bid price.

A Labor and Materials Payment Bond in the amount of 50% of the contract price will be required of the successful bidder upon the signing of the contract.

Insurance certificates indicating coverage for public liability, property damage and workman’s compensation, in accordance with the contract requirements must be filed by the successful bidder upon the signing of the contract. Qualified general contractors are contractors with a current construction supervisor license, a home improvement contractor registration, are OSHA certified, and a current EPA certification.
The Contract must comply with the most current Schedule of Minimum Wage Rates established by the Massachusetts Department of Labor and Industries of the contract work, a recent list of which is included in the contract documents.  The state wage rates per category shall apply.
