Please note that the UNITED INDEPENDENT PARTY (UIP), is a political
party which should not be confused with a voter who wants to register as an
“independent”. As a UIP voter, you can only vote on that party ballot at the
March 1, 2016 Presidential Primary, which has no candidates for President.

To vote in another party primary on March 1st, (Democratic, Republican or
Green-Rainbow), you must be a member of that party or registered as
“UNENROLLED,” which is commonly referred to as “INDEPENDENT.”
Any enrollment changes for the Presidential Primary must be made no later
than February 10, 2016.
