5.  Licensee acknowledge that this license is exclusive to Licensee and that no
other person(s) or entity(ies) has the permission of the City to utilize the
License Area for any purpose other than for dining on products purchased at
the O’Hearn’s Tavern.

Licensee agrees that it shall not allow loitering or other use of the License
Area which is not related to dining on products purchased at the O’Hearn’s
Tavern.

Licensee agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the CDA and the City, their
officers, employees and agents from and against all suits, actions or claims,
civil or criminal, of any character brought because of any injury or damage
received or sustained by any person, persons or property arising out of, or
resulting from the existence of any obstruction or defect in the public way
abutting the License Area or in the License Area, or arising out of, or
resulting from any asserted negligent or intentional act, error or omission of
Licensee or its agents, servants or employees, occurring in the performance
of the Licensee to place tables and chairs upon License Area and to allow the
utilization by third parties of said License Area. The indemnification
required hereunder shall not be limited by reason of the specifications of any
particular insurance coverage of the Licensee.

The City’s Building Commissioner or his agents may revoke the license for
violation of the terms and conditions of this license.

Service of alcoholic beverages out-of-doors in the License Area shall require
a separate license from the Licensing Board and any appropriate State
approvals.

Said tables and chairs shall not interfere with accessible path of travel for
handicapped individuals, per the Americans with Disabilities Act and all
other applicable laws and regulations.

Signs shall not be permitted except in accordance with City’s Sign
Ordinance.

All applicable federal, state, and City policies, regulations and ordinances,
as amended, shall remain in full force and effect.

Licensee agrees to abide by its terms and conditions, and acknowledges that
said license may be revoked by the City of Marlborough for breach of any
condition contained therein.

Honorable President Clancy and Councilors:

Enclosed for your review please find a transfer request in the amount of $679,841.00 an increase
of 2.9 percent from last year, to fully fund the Marlborough Economic Development Corporation
(the “MEDC?”) for their Fiscal Year 2019 operations.

Over the past year, MEDC has continued to make progress on its primary goal to attract economic
development to help reduce the tax burden for our residents. Our residential tax bills have seen
small adjustments in recent years and a big reason for that is our status as the economic engine for
our region.

Building on the success of its annual job fair in the fall, MEDC hosted a spring job fair last May
and will be hosting their second spring job fair on Tuesday, May 22, 2018. Our employment rate
is below both the national and state unemployment rate. Today, any residents who are actively
seeking jobs in Marlborough should be able to find an opportunity. To ensure that no one is falling
through the cracks, MEDC and my office have been working to launch a career center a few days
a week.

MEDC has also been working with Marlborough Public Schools, a group of Marlborough
stakeholders, and a marketing consultant to help elevate the brand of our school system and share
all the good news about our educational system that we may be familiar with, but outsiders may
not be.

The Revolving Loan Fund continues to be a successful tool for assisting local businesses secure
needed gap financing. Our toolbox program has also helped retain jobs and attract new jobs to
Marlborough; over the course of the past year this adds up to the retention of 34 jobs, creation of
122 new jobs, and leasing of 58,000 square feet of space. Our office vacancy rate dropped to 15
percent and the overall commercial vacancy rate is 10 percent.

While we are often willing to discuss incentives for employers interested in expanding operations
in Marlborough, or interested in moving to Marlborough, we have benefited from increased
economic activity without any tax increment financing agreements. The strong national and state
economy along with our reputation as a destination for advanced manufacturing and life sciences
means we are able to attract growth without the added incentives.



Revenues from the hotels tax remain high; receipts for Fiscal Year 2018 to date are outpacing the
previous fiscal year’s receipts. I remain confident that we will continue to have a sustainable
revenue stream for years to come.

Asin previous years, | have enclosed a summary prepared by City Auditor Diane Smith that details
revenues since 2011, the transfer sheets, and additional budget information prepared by MEDC
staff.

This annual transfer request provides us with an opportunity each year to evaluate MEDC’s
performance and analyze' the role it plays in Marlborough. We set aggressive goals for MEDC’s
employees and each year, I am proud of how much they contribute to Marlborough.

At a cost of $307,091 for the coming fiscal year, MEDC employs 4 full-time employees and one
temporary/summer part-time intern. MEDC is currently fully-staffed and does not have any vacant
positions. If these same employees were on the City’s payroll, the real cost to the taxpayer would
be many times over that amount due to retirement expenses and other post-employment benefits.

MEDC’s budget also includes $273,800 which is to special projects for:

o $145,800 for Business Retention and Expansion

e $80,000 for City Planning Services

e 331,000 for Hospitality and Sports Tourism

e $17,000 for Urban Village and Community Development

The line item for City Planning Services is being increased because of ongoing need for planning
assistance from the Metropolitan Area Planning Council (“MAPC”). This is an effective use of
taxpayer funds because MAPC can provide experts in any requested focus areas, if needed. City
Departments and boards have been informed that MAPC is available for assistance and we will
work with MEDC and MAPC to make sure staff and our board members have access to the
expertise they may need.

Laws, Chapter 94G of the Massachusetts General Laws, 105 CMR 725.000, 935
CMR 500.000, and the ordinances and regulations of the City of Marlborough, its
boards and commissions, all as amended, the City of Marlborough Zoning
Ordinance will not prohibit the location of cultivators, independent testing
laboratories, product manufacturers, or transporters, for the purposes of medical
marijuana or adult use marijuana, within the City of Marlborough, but will instead
regulate such businesses. To ensure that these businesses are located in such a way
as to not pose a direct threat to the health or safety of children and other vulnerable
populations, the provisions of this section will apply to all such businesses.

Paragraph B. of Section 650-32 is hereby amended by striking therefrom the first paragraph
in its entirety, and by inserting in place thereof the following new paragraph:

B. In the interpretation of this chapter, the meanings of words and phrases shall be
according to the definitions included in Section 650-32 of the Code of the City of
Marlborough entitled “Medical Marijuana Treatment Centers”, Chapter 334 of the Acts
0f 2016, as amended by Chapter 55 of the Acts 0of 2017, 105 CMR 725.000, M.G.L. c.
94G and 935 CMR 500.002, all as amended, and unless the context shows another
sense to be intended. For purposes of this chapter, the following definitions shall also

apply:

Paragraph B. of Section 650-32 is hereby amended by inserting, in alphabetical order
within the current definitions of said Paragraph B., the following new definitions:

ADULT USE MARIJUANA, including the words MARIJTUANA and CANNABIS
as those words pertain to adult use marijuana, means all parts of any plant of the
genus Cannabis, not excepted in 935 CMR 500.002: Cannabis or Marijuana (a)
through (c) and whether growing or not; the seeds thereof; and resin extracted from
any part of the plant; and every compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture,
or preparation of the plant, its seeds or resin including tetrahydrocannabinol as
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defined in M.G.L. c. 96G, § 1, as amended; provided that Adult Use Marijuana,
Marijuana or Cannabis does not include the mature stalks of the plant, fiber
produced from the stalks, oil, or cake made from the seeds of the plant, any other
compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture, or preparation of the mature
stalks, fiber, oil, or cake made from the seeds of the plant or the sterilized seed of
the plant that is incapable of germination; hemp; or the weight of any other
ingredient combined with cannabis or marijuana to prepare topical or oral
administrations, food, drink or other products.

ADULT USE MARIJUANA RETAIL means an entity licensed and registered
under 935 CMR 500.050, as amended, as a Marijuana Retailer to purchase from a
craft marijuana cooperative, marijuana cultivator, independent testing laboratory,
product manufacturer or transporter and to sell or otherwise transfer the marijuana
to consumers and to Marijuana Establishments.

MARIJUANA ACCESSORIES means equipment, products, devices or materials
of any kind that are intended or designed for use in planting, propagating,
cultivating, growing, harvesting, manufacturing, compounding, converting,
producing, processing, preparing, testing, analyzing, packaging, repackaging,
storing, containing, injecting, inhaling or otherwise introducing marijuana or
cannabis into the body.

MARIJUANA ACCESSORIES RETAIL means a retail business open to the public
where an entity sells marijuana or cannabis accessories to consumers.

MEDICAL AND/OR ADULT USE MARIJUANA CULTIVATOR means an
entity licensed and registered under 105 CMR 725.100 and/or 935 CMR 500.000,
as amended, to cultivate, process and package marijuana, to deliver to Medical
Marijuana Treatment Centers and/or to other Marijuana Establishments, but not to
CONSUMErs.

MEDICAL AND/OR ADULT USE MARIJUANA INDEPENDENT TESTING
LABORATORY means a laboratory that is licensed by the Cannabis Control
Commission and is (i) accredited to the most current International Organization for
Standardization 17025 by a third-party accrediting body that is a signatory to the
International Laboratory Accrediting Cooperation mutual recognition arrangement
or that is otherwise approved by the Commission, (ii) independent financially from
any Medical Marijuana Treatment Center or any licensee or Marijuana
Establishment for which it conducts a test, and (iii) qualified to test marijuana in
compliance with 105 CMR 725.031 and M.G.L. c. 94C, § 34 and/or 935 CMR
500.160 and M.G.L. c. 94G, § 34.

MEDICAL  AND/OR  ADULT USE MARIJUANA  PRODUCT
MANUFACTURER means an entity licensed to obtain, manufacture, process and
package marijuana and marijuana products, to deliver marijuana and marijuana
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products to Marijuana Establishments and/or to Medical Marijuana Treatment
Centers, but not to consumers.

MEDICAL AND/OR ADULT USE MARIJUANA TRANSPORTER “marijuana
transporter” means an entity, not otherwise licensed by the Cannabis Commission,
that is licensed to purchase, obtain, and possess marijuana and marijuana products
solely for the purpose of transporting, temporary storage, sale and distribution to
Marijuana Establishments and/or to Medical Marijuana Treatment Centers, not for
sale to consumers.

MARIJUANA ESTABLISHMENT means a licensed marijuana cultivator, craft
marijuana cooperative, marijuana product manufacturer, marijuana retailer,
independent testing laboratory, marijuana research facility, marijuana transporter,
or any other type of licenses marijuana-related business, except a Medical
Marijuana Treatment Center.

10.  Paragraph C. of Section 650-32 is hereby amended by striking from the first paragraph the
words “Medical marijuana treatment center”’, and by inserting in place thereof the
following words:

“a Medical Marijuana Treatment Center, adult use marijuana retail business,
marijuana accessories business, or medical and/or adult use marijuana cultivator,
independent testing laboratory, product manufacturer or transporter,”

11.  Paragraph C.15.b. of Section 650-32, entitled “Medical Marijuana Treatment Centers”, is
hereby amended by inserting at the end of said paragraph, after the words “pick-up/drop-
off area”, the following words:

“for clients, customers and products;”

12, Section 650-32 is hereby amended by inserting, after Paragraph F., a new paragraph F.1.
as follows:

F1.  An adult use marijuana retail business, marijuana accessories retail business,
medical and/or adult use marijuana cultivator, independent testing laboratory,
product manufacturer or transporter shall not be located:

a. Within a radius of five hundred (500) feet of a school (as defined in § 517-
2 of the Code of the City of Marlborough, as amended) located within the
City of Marlborough; and

b. Within a radius of five hundred (500) feet of a daycare center (as defined
in § 517-2 of the Code of the City of Marlborough, as amended) located
within the City of Marlborough.

The five hundred (500) foot distance in this paragraph F.1. is measured in a straight line from the
nearest point of the building in which the school or daycare center in question is located to the
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nearest point of the building within which the proposed adult use marijuana retail business,
marijuana accessories retail business, and medical and/or adult use marijuana cultivator,
independent testing laboratory, product manufacturer or transporter would be located.

13.  Paragraph G. of Section 650-32 is hereby amended by inserting at the end of said
paragraph, after the words “Medical Marijuana Treatment Center”, the following words:

“(except for the administration of marijuana for the purposes of teaching use of
vaporizers, or demonstration of use of other products as necessary), an adult use
marijuana retail business, a marijuana accessories retail business, and to a medical
and/or adult use marijuana cultivator, independent testing laboratory, product
manufacturer or transporter.”

14. Section 650-32 is hereby amended by inserting therein a new paragraph H. as follows:

H. The number of Special Permits issued to adult use marijuana retail business
establishments shall not exceed the number that is 20% of the number of liquor
licenses for off-premises alcohol consumption that have been issued by the Licensing
Board pursuant to M.G.L. c. 138, § 15.

15. Section 650-32 is hereby amended by inserting therein a new paragraph 1. as follows:

I. An adult use marijuana retail business, marijuana accessories retail business, medical
and/or adult use marijuana cultivator, independent testing laboratory, product
manufacturer or transporter shall not be an allowable home occupation use or an
allowable accessory use.

16.  Section 650-32 is hereby amended by inserting therein a new paragraph J. as follows:

J. Social consumption establishments and mixed-use establishments for the
consumption of adult use marijuana and/or of medical marijuana are prohibited.

17.  Section 650-32 is hereby amended by inserting therein a new paragraph K. as follows:

K. Direct delivery to a consumer or client from a marijuana cultivator or product
manufacturer is prohibited.

18.  The effective date of these amendments shall be the date of their passage.

PUBLIC WALKING TRAIL EASEMENT

FAIRFIELD MARLBOROUGH LIMITED PARTNERSHIP, a Delaware limited
partnership, having an address of 7301 N. SH-161, Suite 260, Irving, TX 75039 (“Grantor™), for
consideration of Ten Dollars ($10.00), the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, hereby
grants to the CITY OF MARLBOROUGH, Massachusetts, having an address of 140 Main
Street, Marlborough, MA 01752 (“Grantee”), with QUITCLAIM COVENANTS, a non-
exclusive right and easement up to six (6) feet in width in the location approximately shown as
“Pedestrian Route” (the “Easement Area”) on the plan attached as Exhibit A entitled “Public
Access Route Talia” dated 11/28/17, for passive recreational use of a walking trail / route within
the Easement Area, on the terms and conditions set forth in this Easement, which shall be
deemed to be reserved rights of Grantor, and which are hereby accepted and agreed to by
Grantee by its recording of this Easement. The Easement is located on “Grantor’s Land” being
that certain property commonly known and numbered as 155 Ames Street, Marlborough, MA
01752, more particularly described in that certain Confirmatory Deed dated March 11, 2015 and
recorded with Middlesex South Registry of Deeds in Book 65061, Page 181.

The purpose of said non-exclusive right and easement is to provide members of the
general public with the passive recreational pedestrian use of said walking trail / route, between
the crosswalk over Ames Street at the driveway entrance to the apartment complex on Grantor’s
Land, and the connecting trails over abutting land to the north now or formerly of Arturo J.
Gutierrez, John A. Cataldo and Arthur J. Guttierez, Jr., Trustees of the Marlborough /
Northborough Land Realty Trust, a Massachusetts nominee trust, created under Declaration of
Trust dated October 12, 2000 and recorded with the Middlesex South Registry of Deeds in Book
31932, Page 433, as amended, which connecting trails are more particularly described in (a) that
certain Walking Trail Easement dated April 30, 2014, 63556, Page 536, and (b) that certain
Public Walking Trail Easement dated April 30, 2014 and recorded with said Registry in Book
63556, Page 554, and provide access to the signalized intersection of Northboro Road East and
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Boston Post Road (aka Route 20) in said Marlborough, Massachusetts (collectively, such trails
on the abutting land are referred to as the “Connecting Trails”).

The Grantor shall reasonably maintain the walking trail and the sidewalk and crosswalks
within the Easement Area. Grantee acknowledges and agrees that in part the walking trail / route
may be an unimproved woods trail or path and may have slopes or surfaces that are not
compliant with applicable accessibility regulations or requirements, and that Grantor shall have
no obligation to improve the walking trail / route to comply with the Americans with Disabilities
Act, or any other applicable state, federal or local law, regulation, guidance or order concerning
accessibility, and that any such compliance shall be the sole obligation of Grantee at Grantee’s
sole cost and expense, and subject to Grantor’s right to review and approve any plans and
specifications, and further subject to temporary construction easements with reasonable working
hours, approved by Grantor, which approvals shall not be unreasonably withheld.

The use of the Easement Area by the general public shall be subject to reasonable rules
and regulations established and modified from time to time by Grantor. Without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, Grantee hereby acknowledges and agrees that such use by the
general public shall be limited to the hours of dawn to dusk, that the Easement Area shall be used
only for pedestrian travel and at the sole risk of users, that the Easement Area crosses land
developed and used for multi-family housing, that Grantor has a reasonable interest in the safety,
orderliness, and quiet enjoyment of the area by Grantor’s tenants, employees, agents, contractors
and its tenant’s guests and invitees and, accordingly, that Grantor shall have the right at any time,
and from time to time, to suspend public use of the Easement Area if the public use thereof gives
rise to reasonable health, safety, welfare or aesthetic concemns by Grantor or persons claiming by,
through or under Grantor (e.g., unleashed dogs, pet feces, litter, criminal activity, loud,
disruptive or abusive behavior, trespass on other portions of the Grantor’s property, or the like),
and to terminate this Easement upon 30 days’ written notice to Grantee, if Grantor has
documented a pattern of misuse or abuse and, despite such warming and documentation, the
pattern has continued or resumed.

Grantor and Grantee, with the review and approval of Grantor, shall each have the right
to post reasonable way-finding signage along the walking trail / route, to post rules and
regulations concerning usage, and to post signage warning of potentially hazardous conditions,
and disclaiming liability, all at the sole cost and expense of the party posting the signage.
Grantor shall have no obligation to remove snow or ice from the walking trail / route except for
those portions located on paved sidewalks or road and, even then, only to the extent otherwise
required by applicable law.

Notwithstanding any language to the contrary contained in this Easement, Grantor and
Grantee shall have all the benefits and protections of the limitation on liability contained in
Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 21, Section 17C, to the fullest extent provided therein.
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Grantor reserves to itself and its successors and assigns: (i) the right to relocate, from
time to time, at Grantor’s sole cost and expense and without any right of approval by Grantee
beyond approvals otherwise required under then applicable law, the Easement Area as may be
necessary or desirable for Grantor’s use , development and redevelopment of the Grantor’s Land,
provided that (a) Grantor notifies Grantee in writing in advance, which such notice shall contain
a new description and plan, both to be prepared and recorded at Grantor’s expense, and (b) the
relocated Easement Area does not significantly lessen the utility of the Easement Area for the
intended purpose, does not unreasonably increase the burdens on the use and enjoyment of the
Easement Area by the members of the general public, and does not frustrate the purpose for
which the Easement was created but rather continues substantially to provide the public with a
passive, recreational, pedestrian connection as contemplated in this Easement; (i) the right to use
portions of the Easement Area from time to time for the purposes of providing access and egress
to and from the Grantor’s Land including, without limitation, for ways, drives, utilities, parking
areas, loading and unloading construction, repairs, sidewalks, landscaping and amenities; and
(1ii) the right to use and to grant others the right to use the Easement Area for any and all other
purposes that do not materially interfere with the use by the general public of the Easement Area
for passive recreational pedestrian use.

The use by the general public of the Easement Area may be suspended from time to time
for the duration of any (i) maintenance or repair work on the Grantor’s Land and any
improvement thereon including without limitation any work following storm events, fire and
other casualty, and any demolition or reconstruction; (ii) any suspension in the use of the
Connecting Trail whether arising from disuse, mis-use, storm or other damage, fire or fire
hazard, or lack of proper maintenance or otherwise; or (iii) relocation of the Connecting Trail to
a location where the Connecting Trail no longer connects to the Easement Area. In addition, the
Grantor reserves the right to terminate this Easement by written notice to the Grantee and
recording thereof with the Registry of Deeds, if the Connecting Trail is permanently closed or no
longer provides access to a retail center on the northwesterly side of Boston Post Road, or if the
Grantee establishes or obtains another path elsewhere making the same connection.

The rights and obligations established hereby shall run with Grantor’s Land and shall be
binding upon and insure to the benefit of Grantor and Grantee, and their respective successors
and assigns in perpetuity. This Easement is in the nature of an easement in gross. This
Easement may not be amended without written consent of the Grantor and the Grantee and any
person then holding a mortgage on Grantor’s Land.

I represent Williams Street Holdings LLC (Williams Street), the owner of land located at 615
Williams Street, Assessors Map 113, Parcel 6. On behalf of Williams Street, I respectfully request that the
City Council consider amending the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Marlborough by allowing Ancillary
Residential Communities by special permit in Retirement Community Overlay Districts, as specified in
the enclosed Proposed Order. In accordance with M.G.L. ¢. 40A, § 5, Williams Street is the owner of land
to be affected by this proposed amendment.

As you may recall, Williams Street previously proposed an over-55 Ancillary Residential
Community consisting of 28 units in a single building. The project had the support of the adjacent
Villages at Crane Meadow retirement community. However, unbeknownst to Williams Street until
recently, the City’s published Zoning Ordinance erroneously contained provisions authorizing Ancillary
Residential Communities, but those provisions were repealed by the Council in 2011. The proposed
amendment would restore the Ancillary Residential Community provisions in substantially the same
form, but with a few revisions to clarify certain terms.

Please refer this matter to the Planning Board and take the appropriate steps for review by the
City Council. Thank you for your time and attention to this matter.

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Marlborough that the Code of the City of
Marlborough, as most recently amended, be further amended as follows:

1. In Section 650-5.B, insert the following new definition:

ANCILLARY RESIDENTIAL COMMUNITY

A single multifamily building containing up to thirty (30) dwelling units in a Retirement
Community Overlay District that is incorporated as part of a retirement community or
located on a lot adjacent to a retirement community.

2. Add to the Table of Use Regulations, Section 650-17, a category for “Ancillary Residential
Community” under “Residential Uses”, as follows:

3. Add to Section 650-22 the following new Subsection C(14) as follows:

(14) Ancillary Residential Community: An Ancillary Residential Community shall be subject
to the following requirements:

(a) An Ancillary Residential Community shall be permitted: (i) as part of a retirement
community and authorized in conjunction with the granting of a special permit for the
retirement community or an amended special permit for the retirement community; or
(if) as a principal use through a separate special permit for a lot adjacent to a
retirement community, provided that the organization governing the adjacent
retirement community provides written consent to the filing of such special permit
application.

(b) The Ancillary Residential Community’s principal building shall face upon an existing
street, or the street-facing side of the building shall be designed in a manner
satisfactory to the City Council.

(c) The Ancillary Residential Community’s principal building shall have a maximum
height of 2 1/2 stories.

(d) The Ancillary Residential Community’s principal building shall have a minimum
front yard of 10 feet. Each building, whether principal or accessory, shall be at least

50 feet from any other building by air line distance between the nearest points of the
building.

(e) No dwelling unit shall contain less than 800 square feet of floor space exclusive of

feet from any lot line, less than 50 feet from any street, or less than 80 feet from the
nearest structure in the retirement community.

(g) All site landscaping shall be designed so as to provide a clear sense of separation

between the Ancillary Residential Community and the retirement community.
Landscape design preference shall be given to the maintenance of existing trees and
ground cover. The development of large lawn areas shall be minimized.

(h) The City Council may, as a condition of any special permit for an Ancillary

Residential Community, require that the land area on which the Ancillary Residential
Community is located be permanently maintained as one undivided lot or, within a
condominium, as one undivided condominium unit, or require such other legal
mechanism as will, in the opinion of the City Council, assure that the Ancillary
Residential Community will not be subdivided or its ownership further
condominiumized, that the Ancillary Residential Community will remain as rental
housing, and that ownership of the Ancillary Residential Community will remain
consolidated.

The total number of units in an Ancillary Residential Community shall not exceed
30% of the combined total of retirement community and Ancillary Residential
Community units.
