What is Overdrive?

The C/W MARS library network offers all library r

card holders access to a large catalog of e- O 1 1
book and e-audiobooks through OverDrive. .J VerDrlve
Regular users will notice a change to the login

process starting Tuesday, Jan. 21, 2020. Presently, you only need to enter your library card
number to request and download e-titles. As of January 21, you will also need to enter your
PIN/Password to access your account. By adding a PIN to the login process the network is
increasing the security of your account.

By default, your PIN is set to the last four digits of your phone number. You can update your
PIN at catalog.cwmars.org by clicking the "Log Intfto My Account" button at the top. You
can also call the library at 508-624-6900 and we will be happy to help you reset your PIN.

In other OverDrive news, the checkout limit was raised to 10 items at a fime. Now you can
enjoy even more e-books and e-audiobooks!
